V. Teaching Procedures

StepI  Lead-in (2 mins)

Greet students to attract their attention on this class. Ask them a question: How many types of writing do you know?

T: Good morning，boys and girls.

S: Good morning, Miss Wu.

T: Ok, let’s begin our class. We know we have learned many types of text, so how many types of writing? Do you know? Just like the text we have learned My First Ride on a Train. Who can tell me?

S: Narrative.

T: Very good! Besides narrative, what other writing types do you know? If you don’t know, I will show you the answer.

T: Today we are going to learn one kind of these types, that’s narrative.

StepⅡ  Explanation (2 mins)

Explain the meaning of narrative writing.

T: What is the meaning of narrative? Who can tell me?

S: Sorry, I don’t know.

T: Ok, it doesn’t matter. I’ll show you the answer.

  Narrative writing is writing that tells us a story or gives an account of something that has happened.

StepⅢ  Interview (7 mins)

Show some pictures about Beidaihe and then have an interview.

Interviewee: T

Interviewer: S

T: I knew most of you have traveled to many beautiful places, right? So now I’ll show you some pictures. Just guess where’s the place?
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S: How beautiful!

T: Yes, they are beautiful. Who can tell me where the place is?

S: It’s Beidaihe.

T: Very good. These pictures are the same place that named Beidaihe. It is local in Hebei province. So do you want to have a trip to there?

S: Yes.

T: We all want to go to beautiful places, but some people don’t protect the environment. So, as high school students we should protect the environment and protect the public things at there, right?

StepⅣ  Discussion (8 mins)

T: Now, suppose that if you were me, how could you describe this trip? What words phrases and sentences will you use?

S: travel, trip…
T: Ok, now I’ll give you 3minutes to have a discussion with you partner or the classmates around you. Now, go ahead.

T: Time’s up. Now I would like some students to write your answers on the blackboard. Who want to have a try? Ok, one, two, three, please. Go ahead.

S1: travel, trip, wonderful, enjoy ourselves

S2: beautiful, exciting, have lunch; what a wonderful day we had!

S3: excited, return, spend; it was the best trip I can remember.

T: Very good. (Applauding) I think these words, phrases and sentences you will think of when you plane to write the composition.

StepⅤ  Features of narrative writing (6 mins)

T: Ok, I’ll show you a model narrative composition.

	Model writing 1

A Trip to Beidaihe

T: Ok, you just have asked me some questions, and now it’s my turn to ask you questions. Ok?

S: Ok.

T: From the first and second sentences what information can you get?
S: The time, place, person and brief event.
T: Yes, very good. What writing orders does the writer take？

S: Time order and space order.

T: How do you get this information? Please give me your reasons. Ok, you please.

S1: From the sentences: We set out in the school bus at 7:20am. We arrived there at 9:30. It was half past four when we returned safely.

T: Good. What the narrative person does the writer use?

S: First person narrator.

T: Yes, very good. In this composition, the writer uses first person narrator, but when we describe other people’s thing, we usually use third person narrator. Clear?

S: Yes.

T: Ok. What tense does the writer use?

S: Past tense.

T: Yes, good! When we write narrative we usually use past tense, because…
S: It describes something has happened.

T: Yes, very good. Now, you should focus on these sentences in red. What’s the function of these sentences?

S: Show the writer’s feeling.

T: How clever you are. So the features of narrative writing are…
S: Narrative person, narrative content, narrative methods, and narrative tense.

T: Very good. Attention please, the most important feature is the narrative content, so when you write a narrative composition, you should take these elements into consideration. The narrative content contains…
S: time, place, people and event.

T: Good job. I think you’ve well known about the features of narrative writing, right?

S: Yes.

StepⅥ  Writing (10 mins)

T: Ok, now please turn to page27. We will write a composition about The best journey of my life. You can fallow these questions to start your topic.

	Where did you go？
When did you go?                  
How did you travel there?

Who did you go with？
What did you do/see/eat there?
Did you enjoy the trip?


T: Give you 5minutes to write this composition. Now go ahead.

T: Have you finished?

S: Yes.

T: Ok, that’s very good. Now please exchange your composition with your partner, and revise your partner’s composition. Give you 2minutes.

T: Have you finished?

S: Yes.

T: Ok, that’s very good. I would like someone to share your best journey with us. Would you? Please!

S1: I first traveled a long distance by bus when I was 7years old. I went with my parents from Chengdu to Beijing. We set out early in the morning. After 8hours’ ride, we arrived there and it was dark. The next days we visited Beijing Palace Museum and we clubbed the Great Wall. We were tired but we felt very happy. It is the best trip I can remember and I will never forger it!

T: Ok, how do you think about S1’s composition?

S: Very good.

T: Yes, I think so. In limited time she can write such composition, it is very good. Now let’s see the model writing.
